  AND WHEREAS under Section 192 read with part-II of the fifth 

schedule of the Punjab Local Government Ordinance, 2001, the Tehsil/Town Council 

may, in its ambit of responsibilities, make Bylaws to carry out the purposes of the 

Ordinance ibid; 

 

  NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the aforesaid powers and all 

other powers enabling it in this behalf, the Tehsil/Town Council____________ 

through resolution No._________ Dated_____________has approved the following 

bylaws which are hereby promulgated:- 
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1. Short Title, Extent and Commencement 

 

i) These bylaws may be called “The Tehsil/Town Municipal 

Administration Encroachment on Any Public Road, Public Street, or 

Public Place Bylaws, 2007”. 

ii) These bylaws extend to the whole area of the Tehsil/Town Municipal 

Administration excluding the cantonment area. 

iii) These bylaws shall come into force with immediate effect. 

 

DEFINITIONS  

 

2. In these bylaws, unless there is anything repugnant in the subject or context, 

the following terms and expressions shall have the meanings hereby assigned 

to them:-  

 

(i) “Building line” means a line from which the construction or projection 

can not be extended to road side. 

(ii) “Drain” means and includes a sewer, a house drain or a drain of any 

other description used for carrying sullage or rain water.  

(iii) “Encroacher or Wrongful Occupier” means and includes a  

person who owns the material or articles used for encroachment or 

wrongful occupation at the time of removal of encroachment or 

ejectment and also any person or persons in possession thereof on his 

behalf or with his permission or connivance. 

(iv) “Encroachment” means and includes trespass upon or unauthorized 

use or occupation or undue interference with public property vested, 

maintained and managed by the TMA.  
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(v) “Ordinance” means the Punjab Local Government Ordinance, 2001. 

(vi) “Public Place” means any building, premises or place to which the 

public has access and is maintained, managed and controlled by TMA. 

(vii) “Public Road” means any road to which the public has access and is 

maintained, managed and controlled by the TMA.  

(viii) “Public property” means immovable property such as land, building, 

place or premises or rights or privileges accruing from such property 

vested in or under the control of TMA. 

(ix) “Public Street” means any street to which the public has access and is 

maintained, managed and controlled by the TMA.  

(x) “Right of way” means the total width of the road or street from 

building line to road required to accommodate road, utilities and other 

ancillary facilities. 

(xi) “T.M.A” means the Tehsil/Town Municipal 

Administration_________. 

(xii) “T.M.O” means the Tehsil/Town Municipal Officer. 

(xiii) “TO(R)” means Tehsil/Town Officer (Municipal Regulations). 

(xiv) “TO(I&S)” means Tehsil/Town officer (Infrastructure and Services). 

(xv) “TO(P&C)” means Tehsil / Town Officer (Planning & Coordination). 

 

PROHIBITION OF ENCROACHMENTS 

 

3. No person shall make an encroachment (permanent or temporary) movable or 

immovable, on, over or under an open place, or land managed, maintained or 

controlled by the TMA or on, over or under a street, road, graveyard, public

site, water pipe, sewer line or a drain within its jurisdiction maintained or 

managed by the TMA. 

4. On receipt of a complaint from Union Nazim concerned or on identification 

by the Village/Neighbourhood Council or on inspection by the officer 

authorized by TMA, if it is found that any person has made an encroachment, 

movable or immovable on, over or under a public road, public street, public 

place, grave yard, water pipes, sewer line or a drain, the TO(R) / the Inspector 

concerned (nominated as such) shall issue a notice requiring the person 

responsible for such encroachment to remove the same within the time 

specified in notice and, if the encroachment is not removed within the said 

period, the TO(R) / Inspector may cause to remove  the encroachment. The 

notice will be as given in appendix “A” to these Bylaws. 

 

REMOVAL OF ENCROACHMENTS 

 

5. On removing the encroachment by the TMA, the encroacher shall be liable to 

remove the debris from the street or the drain within two days from the date 

when the encroachment is removed. If the encroacher fails to remove the 

debris within the said period, the TMA will remove the same at the cost of the 

said encroacher to be assessed by TO(I&S). The TMA shall not at any cost be 

liable to pay any compensation for the debris. 

6. If an encroacher fails to remove movable encroachment, the TMA will remove 

the same and deposit it in its stores. And in case the encroacher fails to take 

possession of such material/articles within two days and in case of perishable 

articles within 6 hours from the TMA on payment of removal charges in 

addition to the prescribed penalty, the TMA will be at liberty to sell the same 

by public auction.  
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7. The cost of removal of encroachment shall be payable to the TMA by the 

encroacher or wrongful occupier, and, if the cost is not paid on demand, the 

TMA may cause it to be recovered as arrears of land revenue or cause the 

material or articles used by the encroacher or the wrongful occupier of 

encroachment to be sold in auction, and, if the proceeds of the sale are not 

sufficient to cover the cost, the balance shall be recoverable as arrears of land 

revenue but if such proceeds exceed the cost, the excess shall be paid to the 

encroacher or the wrongful occupier. 

8. If the TO(R) or the Inspector (nominated as such) while taking action under 

these bylaws requires Police/Force assistance for removal of encroachment or 

evicting of an un-authorized occupant, a requisition in this behalf may be sent 

to the officer in charge of the  Police Station concerned with a copy thereof to 

the District Police Officer.  

WILLFUL OBSTRUCTION 

   
9. Any person obstructing any officer or servant of TMA authorized to exercise 

powers in removal of encroachments shall be liable to be punished under the 

provisions of the Punjab Local Government Ordinance, 2001. 

 
ACTION TAKEN IN GOOD FAITH 

 
10. No suit, prosecution, or other legal proceedings shall lie against any public 

servant/functionary serving in TMA for any action taken in good faith under 

these bylaws for carrying out the purposes of the Punjab Local Government 

Ordinance, 2001. 
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APPEALS. 

11. Any person aggrieved by an order passed under these bylaws may file appeal 

to the “Appellate Authority” as prescribed under the Punjab Local 

Governments (Appeal) Rules, 2002. 

12. PENALTIES 

Any person committing violation of these bylaws shall, in addition to the action 

already prescribed in these bylaws, be liable to the imposition of penalty there on as 

per section 141 and 143 read with fourth schedule and the eighth schedule of the 

Ordinance, as under:-

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1. SHORT TITLE, EXTENT AND COMMENCEMENT 

 

i) These Bylaws may be called “The Tehsil/Town Municipal 

Administration Prevention of Encroachments Bylaws, 2007.” 

ii) These Bylaws extend to the whole area of the Tehsil/Town Municipal 

Administration excluding the cantonment area.  

iii) These Bylaws shall come into force with immediate effect.  

  

 DEFINITIONS  

 

2. In these Bylaws, unless there is anything repugnant in the subject or context, 

the following terms and expressions shall have the meanings hereby assigned:- 

 

i. “Approved Scheme” means a project approved by the competent 

authority concerned. 

ii. “Arcade” means a covered walkway for pedestrians in front of shops 

along one or both sides.  

iii. “Balcony” means an outside platform projecting from a building 

having access normally from an upper floor window or door, and 

overlooking a compound, road or courtyard but not used as passage. 

iv. “Building” means any fixed structure built for any purpose and of any 

material and any part thereof and includes any shop, house, hut-house, 

shed, stable, enclosure, wall, well, veranda, platform, plinth, ramp or 

steps approved by the concerned competent authority. 

v. “Building / House Line” means a line beyond which the outer face of 

any building may not project in the direction of any street, existing or 

proposed, or the line, up to which the plinth of a building may lawfully 

extend after allowing for the mandatory setbacks. 
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vi. “Building Works” means site excavation, erection or re-erection of 

any building or making additions to and alterations in an existing 

building. 

vii. “Drain” includes a sewer, a house drain or drain of any other 

construction used for carrying sullage or rainwater. 

viii. “Encroacher or wrongful occupier” means a person, who owns the 

materials or articles used for encroachment or wrongful occupation at 

the time of removal of encroachment or ejectment and also any person 

in possession thereof on his behalf or with his permission or 

connivance. 

ix. “Encroachment” means the possession by anyone of the materials or 

articles at a place not lawfully & rightfully owned by it. 

x. “Gallery” means an open or a covered walkway or a long passage or 

an underground passage, or a room for exhibition of the works of art.  

xi. “Government” means Government of the Punjab.  

xii. “Land” includes vacant land or on which any structure has been raised 

or is being raised or is covered with water or is under cultivation or is 

shallow or is barren and, in relation to a town improvement scheme 

includes land as defined in clause (a) of Section 3 of the Land 

Acquisition Act, 1894. 

xiii. “Lease” means an agreement to give exclusive possession to the lessee. 

xiv. “Licence” means the permission for use of the property in a prescribed 

way and on prescribed terms while it remains in possession and control 

of the owner. 

xv. “Market” means a group of shops assigned particularly for one or 

more specified trades. 

xvi. “Mauza” means a revenue estate declared as such under the Punjab 

Land Revenue Act, 1967. 
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xvii. “Municipal Offence” means an act or omission as specified in fourth 

schedule and eighth schedule of the Punjab Local Government 

Ordinance, 2001. 

xviii. “Ordinance” means the Punjab Local Government Ordinance, 2001. 

xix. “Owner” means a person, who lawfully owns any premises or any 

piece of land and who has the right to transfer the same and includes 

his heirs, assignees and representatives. 

xx. “Repair” means the minor reconstruction or renewal of any existing 

part of a building for the purpose of its maintenance.   

xxi. “Right of Way (R.O.W.)” means the total width of the road or street 

required to accommodate road, utilities and other ancillary facilities. 

xxii. “Setback” means a portion of land required to be left open to sky by 

the owner from his land along the road or street. Setback is the 

minimum distance between the centre line of the road or street and the 

building line of property. 

xxiii. “Street Line” means a line dividing the land and forming part of a 

street from adjoining land. 

xxiv. “Sunshade” means an outside projection from a building over 

minimum height of seven feet from the plinth level meant to provide 

protection from water / weather. 

xxv. “T.M.O” means the Tehsil/Town Municipal Officer. 

xxvi. “TO(I&S)” means Tehsil/Town Officer (Infra-structure & Services) 

xxvii. “TO(P&C)” means Tehsil / Town Officer, (Planning & Coordination). 

xxviii. “TO(R)” means Tehsil/Town Officer (Municipal Regulations) 

xxix. “Un-authorized Occupant” means a person who is in occupation of 

any immovable property without the express permission or authority of 
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the TMA, or remains in occupation of any immovable property after 

the expiration or termination of lease or licence, as the case may be.  

xxx. “Village” means an integrated and contiguous human habitation  

commonly identified by a name and includes a dhok, goth, chak, 

gaown, basti or any other comparable habitation. 

xxxi. “Zone” means an area / areas earmarked for particular use or character 

including an area, in which sizes of plots have been prescribed.  

 

 

 

PROHIBITION OF ENCROACHMENTS  

 

3. No person shall make an encroachment, movable or immovable, on  any open 

place or land vested in or managed, maintained or controlled by TMA or on, 

over or under a street, road, graveyard or a drain within its jurisdiction.  

 

 REMOVAL OF ENCROACHMENT BY TMA 

 

4. On receiving a complaint or identification by the Village or Neighbourhood 

Councils or on inspection by the TO(R) or Inspector (nominated as such), if a 

person is found to have made encroachment; 

(a) The TO(R)/Inspector will properly serve a notice giving seven 

days time, upon the encroacher as prescribed in Form-I:  

i. The TMA, after expiry of such notice, may remove the  

encroachment. 
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EJECTION OF WRONGFUL OCCUPIER BY THE TMA. 

 

5. A person who trespasses into or is in wrongful occupation of building or 

property which is vested in or is managed, maintained or controlled by TMA, 

may, by giving him notice for seven days by the TO(R)/Inspector, be ejected 

from such building or property wrongfully occupied by him with such force as 

may be necessary. 

 

 REMOVAL OF ENCROACHMENT OR CARRYING OUT 
EJECTMENT AT THE EXPENSE OF THE ENCROACHER OR 
WRONGFUL OCCUPIER.  

 

6. (i) The TMA shall make removal of encroachment or carry  

out ejectment at the expense of the encroacher or wrongful occupier. 

The TO(I&S) will assess the cost of removal of encroachment or 

ejectment and recover the same from the encroacher.  In case of failure 

in the recovery, the TO(R) shall cause it to be recovered as arrears of 

land revenue or cause the materials or articles used by the encroacher to 

be sold in auction and if the proceeds of the sale are not sufficient to 

cover the cost, the balance shall be recoverable as arrears of land 

revenue but if such proceeds exceed the cost, the excess shall be paid to 

the encroacher. 

(ii) The TMA shall not be liable at any cost to pay any compensation for 

any encroachment removed or ejectment carried out under these 

Bylaws. 
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MAINTENANCE OF RECORD OF ENCROACHMENTS  

 

7. The TO (R) will maintain record of encroachments in Register meant for the 

purpose as prescribed in Form-II.  

 

PREVENTIVE MEASURES TO CHECK AND CONTROL 
ENCROACHMENTS ON THE RIGHT OF WAY. 

 

8. Minimum right of Way shall be; 

a) Not less than 20 feet in all new residential streets. 

b) Not less than 25 feet in approved residential scheme. 

c) Not less than 40 feet for the new commercial and industrial 

buildings areas. 

d) As prescribed in the Spatial / Master Plan, Zoning Plan, Land 

Use Plan, Site Development Scheme, Approved Scheme, Policy 

Matter or Decision, if any, or,  

e) As established at site in built up areas / existing streets (laid out 

at site before 14th of August, 2001), provided that there is no 

encroachment on the public or private land / street or road and, 

no dispute or litigation exists in any court of law, is not less than 

the sanctioned width of street or road, etc.  The established / 

existing right of way or street / road width shall not be decreased 

in any way. 

f) As per record of Highway, Revenue, T.M.A and any other 

agency. 

g) As per plan prepared by T.M.A to lay or re-lay streets / roads 

showing widths and building lines. 
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h) And no building plan shall be considered for approval until 

building line as prescribed by TMA is shown on the plan. 

 

 RESPONSIBILITY FOR PROVISION OF THE RIGHT OF 

WAY. 

 

9. i. Every person / new builder shall leave street width at  

least 10 feet wide or more of one’s own share on one side of the 

residential street.  

ii. Once such building plan has been sanctioned by TMA, the 

owner of the land opposite to the approved building i.e. who is 

owner of the land on the other edge or side of the street / road / 

right of way, shall immediately leave the place at least 10 feet 

wide or more to complete the street. 

iii The applicant / owner of land shall be bound to provide right of 

way (street or road) to the plot or building and to ensure the 

availability of such land / place in the plan and at site.  The 

sanction of plan may not itself vest any such right.  

 

  ESTABLISHMENT OF BUILDING LINE. 

 

10. The building line will be established in accordance with the oldest 

buildings as determined by the TMA or as per revenue record, as the 

case may be, which have been in existence along the street / road for 

the longest period.  
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  SANCTIONING OF NEW ROAD / STREET BY TMA. 

 

11. i. No new street or road shall be laid out without prior  

sanction of TMA and in violation of the terms and conditions of 

such sanction. 

ii. TMA shall not sanction any street or road passing through the 

Government / Public Land i.e. Federal, Provincial, District 

Government Department or any Agency thereof, unless and 

until;  

(a) Land for such street / road has been approved and 

declared as public right of way, or  

(b) NOC has been issued by the concerned department / 

agency for the use of such land as permanent right of 

way. 

iii. TMA shall not sanction any street or road under High Tension 

Lines unless complete clearance in this regard is provided in 

accordance with the directions of the authority concerned. 

iv. Every person / prospective builder who intends to erect or re-

erect a building or commences to erect or re-erect a building 

shall adopt the building or street line / width, especially when 

the plan to re-lay streets has been approved or decision in this 

respect has been made by TMA, and for this purpose any place 

required to be left vacant shall vest in TMA.

PROHIBITION OF CREATION OF ANY STRUCTURES ON 
THE RIGHT OF WAY.  

 

12. None of structures like the following shall be erected within the right of 

way: 

a) Any kind of electrical / mechanical installations i.e., Room 

Coolers, Air Conditioners or water pumps etc. 

b) Septic Tanks and soakage pits. 

c) Boundary wall, gate, hedge or fence of any material or 

description. 

d) Steps for entrance to the building except one on the drain 

not more than one ft in height. 

e) Ramps. 

 

  GENERAL PREVENTIVE MEASURES 

 

13. i. The established / existing right of way or street / road  

width shall not be decreased in any way. 

ii. A street shall as far as possible, be open towards both ends. 

iii. The ramp providing access to premises may have a zero level at 

the edge of the road pavement or right of way and shall 

gradually increase towards the property where it shall have 

maximum height of 1 foot at the building line. 

iv. The gates, doors, windows, ventilators etc. in the street or road 

shall not be opened towards the street or road in order to avoid 

any obstruction in this regard. 

v. No person shall dig any public street / road without prior 

permission of the T.M.A. 
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PROJECTIONS AND OBSTRUCTIONS 

 

14. No owner or occupier of any building shall, add to or place against or 

in front of the building any projection or structure overhanging, 

projecting into, or encroaching on any street / road or any drain, sewer 

or aqueduct therein. 

 

CONSTRUCTION OF BAY WINDOW, WINDOWSILL OR A 
SUN SHADE. 

 

15. (i) No bay-window, porch or any other projection shall be  

constructed beyond the face of the plinth. 

(ii) The above provision shall not prevent the projection of  

the: 

a. Sunshade (over doors and windows) not more than;  

i. 3 feet in a building having minimum of 10 feet 

open place along the building within its 

compound, and 

ii. 1 foot 6 inches in a building having less than 10 

feet open place or with no building or house line at 

a height of not less than 7 feet clear above the 

plinth. 

b. Windowsill with a projection of not more than 3 inches. 

 

 ROOF PROJECTION AND CONSTRUCTION THEREON. 

 

16.  i. Roof projection over public streets or roads shall be as  

prescribed below: 
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Sr. No. Width of Street or 
Road (feet) 

Maximum Permissible 
Projection (feet) 

1 Less than 15 feet 1.25 
2 15 to less than 20 feet 1.75 
3 20 to 30 feet 2.5 
4 Above 30 feet 2.5 

 

ii. Only parapet wall / fence / railing / grill etc. above 2 feet 9 

inches and below 4 feet 6 inches in height shall be allowed on 

roof projection. 

iii. Construction over the roof projection may be allowed within the 

building line at the owner’s / applicant’s risk. 

 

NOTICE BY TMA FOR REMOVAL OF PROJECTION OR 
ENCROACHMENT  

 

17. TO(R)/Inspector may, by notice in writing, require the owner or 

occupier of any such building to alter or remove any such projection or 

encroachment with in seven days. 

  

PROHIBITION OF USE OF ANY PART OF STREET OR ROAD 
FOR CONSTRUCTION, REPAIR OR DEMOLITION OF ANY 
BUILDING.  

 

18.  i. No person shall use any part of a street or road in  

connection with the construction, repair or demolition of any 

building except with the prior permission of TMA.  

ii. No person shall deposit any construction material or debris in 

any street or road without permission of TMA. 

iii. The owner of the land shall be responsible to:  
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a) keep all materials, hoardings, fences or other obstructions 

in any street or road clear of hydrants and other utility 

services installations, or  

b) to make alternative arrangements and to take precautions 

to divert or keep clear of obstruction any roadside or 

other drain during the period of temporary obstruction. 

iv. The owner or applicant shall be solely responsible for any 

mishap.  

v. The owner or applicant shall be responsible to remove all 

obstructions and erections in any street or road within 3 days of 

the completion of work / expiry of construction period, and to 

leave the street, road, drain and public utility installations in 

clean, tidy and serviceable condition.  

vi. The TMA shall charge “Malba Fee” in this regard as fixed by it 

from time to time.  

 

NO OBJECTION CERTIFICATE 

 

19. The TMO shall issue No Objection Certificate in respect of road / street 

maintained by TMA for different types of activities like sui gas, water 

supply, telephone, sewerage as required by individual, Federal, 

Provincial and District Government departments or any agency thereof 

involving road cuts and shall charge road cut restoration charges in this 

respect as provided in Form-III.  
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REQUISITION OF POLICE ASSISTANCE: 

 

20. If Tehsil/Town Municipal Administration or TO(R) or Inspector 

(nominated as such) directed by Tehsil / Town Nazim while taking 

action under these bylaws require Police/Force assistance for evicting 

an un-authorized occupant, a requisition in this behalf may be sent to 

the officer in charge of the Police Station concerned with a copy 

thereof to the District Police Officer. 

 

ACTION TAKEN IN GOOD FAITH 

 

21. No suit, prosecution, or other legal proceedings shall lie against any 

public servant/functionary serving in Tehsil/Town Municipal 

Administration for anything done in good faith under these bylaws for 

carrying out the purposes of the Ordinance. 

 

APPEALS. 

 

22. Any person aggrieved by an order passed under these bylaws may file 

appeal to the “Appellate Authority” as prescribed under the Punjab 

Local Governments (Appeal) Rules, 2002.

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THE TEHSIL MUNICIPAL ADMINISTRATION 
REGULATION OF TRAFFIC BYLAWS, 2007 

 
 

WHEREAS it is expedient to control and regulate the increasing 

traffic;  

 

AND WHEREAS the circumstances exist that render it necessary to 

take immediate steps to frame the Tehsil Municipal Administration regulation of 

traffic bylaws; 

   

 AND WHEREAS under Section 192 read with part II of the fifth 

schedule of the Punjab Local Government Ordinance, 2001, the Tehsil Council may, 

in its ambit of responsibilities, make Bylaws to carry out the purposes of the 

Ordinance ibid; 

 

  NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the aforesaid powers and all 

other powers enabling it in this behalf, the Tehsil Council____________ through 

resolution No._________ Dated_____________has approved the following bylaws 

which are hereby promulgated :- 
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1. SHORT TITLE, EXTENT AND COMMENCEMENT 
 

i) These Bylaws may be called “The Tehsil Municipal Administration 

Regulation of Traffic Bylaws, 2007.” 

ii) These Bylaws extend to the whole area of the Tehsil Municipal 

Administration excluding the cantonment area.  

iii) These Bylaws shall come into force with immediate effect.  

 

 DEFINITIONS 

 

2. In these Bylaws, unless there is anything repugnant in the subject or context, 

the following terms and expressions shall have the meanings hereby assigned:- 

(a) “Animal” includes horses, cattle, buffaloes, camels, asses, mules, sheep, 

goat, and their young’s. 

(b) “Driver” A person acting as a steersman of a motor vehicle, that person 

as well as any other person engaged in the driving of the vehicle. It 

includes  the ‘Kochwan’ of animal driven vehicle.  

(c) “Driving” includes leading, riding, or otherwise controlling any vehicle 

or animal. 

(d) “licence” means the documents issued by the competent authority 

authorizing a person to drive a motor vehicle. 

(e) “Public Place” means a road, street, way or other place, whether a 

thoroughfare or not, to which the public have a right of access. 

(f) “Traffic sign” includes all signals, warning sign posts, directions or 

other devices for the information, guidance or direction of drivers of 

motor vehicles. 

(g) “TMA” means Tehsil Municipal Administration______________.  

(f) “TMO” means the Tehsil Municipal Officer 
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(g)  “TO(R)” means Tehsil Officer (Municipal Regulations) 

(h)  “Vehicle” includes motor vehicles, invalid carriages, car, trailers, bi-

cycles, scooters, rickshaws and animals drawn carts. 

 

REGULATION OF TRAFFIC 

 

3. The TMA may, if the circumstances so require, in the public interest, 

close any road / bazaar within the local area of TMA for any kind of 

traffic for the safety, convenience and comfort of the public. 

4. The TMA may, in the public interest declare any road for traffic 

proceeding in one direction only. 

5. The TMA in the larger interest of public may fix timings for passage 

of heavy or light traffic or both and animal driven vehicles on any 

road / bazaar. 

6. The TMA may in the public interest declare ban on entry of a specific 

kind of vehicles on any road/bazaar. 

7. The TMA in the public interest may fix the speed of vehicles using 

any road or part thereof by means of barriers, diversion roads or any 

other means. 

8. The TMA may cause to remove encroachment on any road or in its 

vicinity which is likely to become an obstruction or danger to traffic. 

9. The TMA may in the public interest fix timings for loading and 

unloading of goods. 

 
PARKING PLACES 

 
10. The TMA may determine places at which the motor vehicles, 

Motorcycles, Bi-cycles and animals driven vehicles will be parked 

and may charge fee for that. 
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11. No person shall change/convert into any other use any portion of a 

commercial building or area specified or earmarked for public 

parking. 

12. No person shall establish any parking stand on any public place or 

land or property vested in or managed and controlled by TMA or 

under a street, road, graveyard or a drain without having  permission 

from TMA. 

 

LAY- BYS 

 

13. TMA may provide lay-bys on major roads at suitable intervals for 

temporary parking in case of break down and repairs of vehicles. 

14. The TO(R) or the Inspector (nominated as such) may issue a notice 

requiring the person establishing unauthorized parking stand, on the 

land managed and controlled by the TMA, to vacate the land or 

property of TMA within 7 days, and, he may, after expiry of period of 

the notice, eject him by using the force, if required. 

 

BUS STANDS 

 
15. The TMA may establish and maintain bus stands in the area of its 

jurisdiction for plying public vehicles and charge fee as fixed by it from 

time to time for using the bus stands. 

16. No transport vehicle shall be refused admittance to the bus stand, the 

driver or person in charge of which, offers to pay the prescribed fee 

unless the sanctioned accommodation at the stand is already fully 

occupied. 



TMA BYLAWS 

Decentralization Support Program 39

17. The TMA will ensure that the land and building of the Bus stand/stands 

are kept clean and in good state of repair with proper arrangement of 

lighting and sanitation. 

18. A board shall be set up in a conspicuous place at the stand showing the 

rates of fee to be charged. 

19. The TMA will ensure providing the necessary facilities to the 

passengers i.e. waiting room, supply of drinking water and suitable 

bathrooms for both sexes. 

20. No person shall use any device for creating a loud noise to be used to 

attract passengers to any stand.   

21. The TMA will charge fee of Rs.________ from the public transport 

passing through a town/city and halting for the taking up or setting 

down the passengers. 

 

FARE 

 

22. The TMA may, with the previous approval of the Government, fix and 

notify the rates of fares of public transport plying within the limits of 

its local area and no person shall charge fare in excess thereof. 

 

 MINIMUM AGE OF DRIVER  

 

23. (a)No person less than 18 years of age shall drive a motorcycle,  

carriage, or a motorcar. 

(b) No person as a paid employee shall drive a car or a transport vehicle 

with age less than twenty-one years. 

(c) No person unless he has attained the age of twenty-two years shall  

drive a heavy transport vehicle. 
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(d) No person less than 18 years of age shall drive any animal driven 

vehicle or cart. 

24. No person shall drive a motor vehicle in any public place unless he 

holds an effective driving licence 

 

OVERLOADING  

 

25. No person shall drive or allow or cause to be driven along a road or a 

public street any vehicle containing luggage or any other goods unless 

the luggage or goods are securely protected from the danger of falling 

and are fixed in such a way as not to project laterally beyond the 

extremities of the vehicle. 

26. Vehicles loaded with kankar, earth, stone metal, or other loose material 

must be provided with boards on all sides, and the load near the boards 

shall not be higher than six inches below the level of such boards. 

 

FOOTPATH  

 

27. No person in charge of a vehicle or any animal shall take his / her 

vehicle or animal on any foot path reserved for pedestrians, or on to 

any grassy plot, provided that this bylaw shall not apply to persons 

acting under the directions of a police officer in uniform. 

 

  BREAKING IN ANIMALS 

 

28.  No person shall break in or cause to be broken in any animal on any 

public street. 
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  HORNS AND BELLS 

 

29.  No rider or driver of any vehicle other than a motor vehicle or 

regimental drag shall use a bulb, klaxon or post horn, or similar 

mechanical device, other than a bell.  

30. No driver of any vehicle, except a fire engine, shall use a bell with the 

sound of the type used on fire engines, or shall sound needlessly or 

continuously or to an extent beyond what is necessary to ensure safety, 

the horn, bell or other device for giving audible warning with which the 

vehicle is equipped, or shall cause or allow any other person to do so. 

 

PARKING 

 

31. No person in charge of any vehicle, cart or animal shall picket, park 

animals or collecting carts or vehicles on any street or use any street as 

a halting place for vehicles or animals or as a place of encampment 

without permission of the TMA. 

 

 TRAFFIC SIGNS 

 

32. No driver of any vehicle or animal shall drive that vehicle or animal 

contrary to any indication given by traffic lights or by a traffic sign set 

up at the entrance of a street or public street prohibiting any description 

of traffic in that street, either absolutely or between certain hours or in 

any direction or contrary to any direction given to him/her by any 

police officer for the time being engaged in the regulation of traffic in 

any street, public street or public place. 
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  RULES OF THE ROAD 

 

33.  The TMA will make arrangements for awareness of the public about 

observance of the following principles of driving: - 

(i) He/she shall drive the vehicle or animal as close to the left 

hand side of the road as may be possible, and shall allow 

all traffic, which is proceeding in the opposite direction to 

pass him on his right hand side.  

(ii) Except as provided in clause (iii) below, he/she shall pass 

to the right of all traffic proceeding in the same direction as 

himself/herself. He/she shall, when turning to the left, drive 

or ride the animal as close as may be expedient to the left 

hand side of the road from which he/she is making the turn 

and of the road which he/she is entering. 

(iii) He/she may pass to the left of a vehicle or animal the      

driver of which, having indicated an intention to turn to the 

right has drawn to the center of the road. 

(iv) He/she shall, when turning to the right, draw as near as 

may be to the center of the road along which he/she is 

traveling, and cause the vehicle or animal to move in such a 

manner that as far as may be practicable it passes beyond 

and so as to leave on his/her right hand a point formed by 

the inter section of the center lines of the two inter section 

roads, and it arrives as near as may be at the left hand side 

of the road which he/she is entering.  

(v) A vehicle which leaves its own traffic-lane and is entering 

another in the process of over taking or for any other 

purpose, shall yield precedence to vehicles to which the 
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second traffic-lane properly belongs, and in the event of an 

accident occurring, the driver of the vehicle which has left 

its traffic-lane shall be deemed to be at fault unless it is 

proved contrary.  

(vi) Turning to the left out of one street or public street into 

another at an inter section is permitted except where this 

would involve entering a one-way traffic street in the 

direction contrary to the direction of the traffic, or 

generally where filtering is forbidden by a traffic sign. 

 

(vii) (a) The driver of a vehicle or animal shall cause  

the vehicle or animal to stop and remain   

stationary so long as may reasonably be necessary 

where required to do so by any police official in 

uniform, or 

(i) When required to do so by any person in 

charge of another animal, if such person 

apprehends that his/her animal is or will be 

alarmed by the vehicle or animal, or 

(ii) When the vehicle or animal is involved in 

occurrence of an accident to a person, 

animal or vehicle, or of damage to any 

property, whether the driving or 

management of the vehicle or animal was 

or was not the cause of accident or damage, 

and he/she shall give his/her name and 

address of the owner of the vehicle or 
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animal to any person affected by such 

accident or damage who demands it. 

(b) The driver of an animal or vehicle, who is alleged to 

have infringed the principle laid down in these bylaws 

shall on demand by any person having reasonable 

ground for requiring him/her to do so, give his/her 

name and address to that person. 

(viii) The TMA may display the ‘reduce speed limit’ and other 

cautions for the guidance and awareness of drivers at 

railway level crossing or at any other appropriate place.

  

  REGISTRATION OF MOTOR VEHICLES  

   

34. No person shall drive any motor vehicle in any place unless the vehicle 

is registered by the competent authority under Motor Vehicles 

Ordinance, 1965. 

35. No horse or any other animal shall be used for driving a public vehicle 

except under the licence and permission granted by T.M.A. 

 

ACCIDENTS 

 

36. If any person is injured as a result of an accident in which an animal or 

vehicle is involved, the person in charge of the animal or vehicle shall:- 

(a) Take all reasonable steps to secure medical attendance for the 

injured person, and if necessary, convey him/her to the nearest 

hospital, unless the injured person or his/her guardian in case 

he/she is a minor, desirers otherwise. 
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(b) Give on demand by a police officer any information required by 

him/her, or, if no police officer is present, report the 

circumstances of the occurrence at the nearest police station as 

soon as possible and in any case within twenty-four hours of the 

occurrence. 

(c) The TMA may maintain the accidents data. 

 

37 TRAFFIC ENGINEERING 

 

(i) The TMA may monitor and undertake regular traffic surveys on 

roads for their proper designing and formulating transport 

policy. 

(ii) The TMA may monitor and control the traffic signals, road 

signs, road marking, advertising signs, neon signs, hoardings, 

poles and posts. 

(iii) The TMA may suggest the location and re-location of service 

stations, petrol pumps and major workshops in collaboration 

with other concerned agencies / organizations. 

(iv) The TMA may install weighing devices to control and check 

over loading. 

(v) The TMA may provide bus bays on major roads in consultation 

with Transport Department. 

(vi) Service road may be provided on each side of major roads and 

boulevards at appropriate distance for access to these roads. 

(vii) The corners of all plots abutting on two intersecting roads may 

be chamfered in prescribed manner. 
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(viii) No tree or any other structure shall be planted within suitable 

distance at intersection of roads to maintain visibility for drivers 

approaching junctions. 

(ix) Traffic lane and zebra crossing may be made in proper colour 

(black & white). 

(x) Reflecting road strips/ cat eyes may be used for the guidance of 

drivers at night.  

(xi) Side walls may be provided for pedestrian traffic. 

(xii) The TMA may provide proper street lighting.  

(xiii) Land scaping may be provided. 

 

  TRANSPORT COMMITTEE 

 

38. The TMA may constitute a “Transport Committee” to recommend the

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SIGNALS 

  

39. Every driver of a vehicle or animal unless the signal of intention to turn 

to the right or left or to stop may be given by a mechanical or electrical 

device of prescribed nature attached to the vehicle, shall on the 

occasions specified below, make the following signals:-  

(a) When about to turn to the right or to drive or move to the right    

hand side of the road in order to pass another vehicle or animal 

or for any other purpose, he/she shall extend his/her right arm in 

horizontal position outside of and to the right of his/her vehicle 

or animal with the palm of the hand turned to the front. 

(b) When about to turn to the left or to drive to the left hand side of 

the road, he/she shall extend his right arm and rotate it in an 

anticlockwise direction. 

(c) When about to slow down, he/she shall extend his/her right arm 

with the palm downward, out-side of vehicle and shall move the 

arm so extended up and down several times in such a manner 

that the signal can be seen by the driver of any vehicle which 

may be behind him/her. 

(d) When about to stop, he/she shall raise his/her right fore-arm 

vertically outside of and to the right of his/her vehicle or animal, 

palm to the front,  

(e) When he/she wishes to indicate to the driver of a vehicle or the 

rider of an animal behind him/her that he/she desires that driver 

to overtake him/her, he/she shall extend his/her right arm and 

hand horizontally outside of and to the right of the vehicle or 

animal and shall swing the arm backwards and forwards in the 

semicircular motion. 
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DANGEROUS PARKING 

 

40.       (i) No person in charge of any vehicle or animal driven vehicle or animal 

shall allow the vehicle or animal to remain at rest in any street or on 

any road in such a position, or in such a condition or in such 

circumstances as to cause or be likely to cause danger and 

inconvenience to other users of the street. 

(ii)  The TMA may levy fine for such dangerous/illegal or in prohibited area 

parking or cause lifting of such vehicle from such dangerous position to 

a safe place and charge fine for this from the driver concerned as 

determined from time to time. 

 

OVERTAKING 

 

41. No person driving an animal or vehicle shall, when being overtaken or being 

passed by any other animal or vehicle increase speed or do anything in any 

way to prevent the other animal or vehicle from passing him. 

 

 BLIND CROSSING AND CORNERS  

 

42. A person driving an animal or vehicle shall slow down when approaching a 

road inter section, a road junction or a road corner and shall not enter any such 

intersection or junction until he has become aware that he may do so without 

endangering the safety of person thereon. 
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MAIN ROADS 

 

43. A person driving an animal or vehicle shall on entering a road intersection, if 

the road entered is a main road designated as such, give way to the vehicles 

and animals proceeding along that road, and in any other case give way to all 

traffic approaching the intersection on his/her right hand. 

 

DANGEROUS VEHICLES 

 

44. No person shall drive any vehicle or permit any vehicle belonging to him/her 

to be driven, unless so constructed and maintained as to prevent danger to the 

public or to any person riding in it or smoke emitting. 

 

TOWING AND TRICK RIDING 

 

45. No person riding any animal, driving a vehicle or riding any motor cycle shall 

permit any bi-cycle to be towed by his/her animal or vehicle, and no person 

riding any bi-cycle shall permit himself/herself to be towed. 

46. No person shall ride a bi-cycle in any street or public street unless sitting on 

the saddle. A rider for this purpose shall be deemed to be a person sitting on a 

properly constructed saddle. 

 

RIDING ABREAST 

 

47. No person shall ride any bi-cycle in such a way that more than two bi-cycles 

will be moving a breast along any street. 
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RIDING WITHOUT HANDS ON THE HANDLEBARS 

 

48. No person shall ride a bi-cycle on a street/public street or road with both hands 

off the handlebars. 

 

BELLS AND LIGHTS 

 

49. All bi-cycles shall be provided with a bell and brakes on both front and rear-

wheels, and in good working order and with a signal white light as prescribed 

for the lighting of vehicles. The light shall be affixed to the frame of the bi-

cycle and not carried in the hand. A red rear reflector shall be affixed in the 

backing in such a way as to be visible to on coming traffic. No person shall 

ride a bi-cycle not thus equipped on any street, or public street.  

50. All bullock carts moving by night during the hours prescribed for the lighting 

of motor vehicles along street or a public street (half an hour after sunset to 

half an hour before sunrise) shall carry a lighted in lamp which is visible from 

in front as well as from behind. No person shall drive or allow a bullock cart 

belonging to him/her to be driven unless it is so equipped and the lamps are lit. 

51. All vehicles drawn by a horse, mule or donkey shall carry two lamps showing 

white lights to the front, on each side of the vehicle and so placed as to reveal 

full width of the vehicle, the right-hand off lamp shall show a red light visible 

from the rear. No person shall drive or propel such a vehicle at night during 

the period form half an hour after sunset to half an hour before sunrise unless 

it is so equipped and the lamps are lit. 

52. No person shall propel any handcart at night between the hours prescribed for 

the lighting of motor vehicles except with a lighted lamp attached to it, which 

is visible both from in front and from behind and reflector should be used. 
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BULLOCK CARTS 

 

 DRIVERS  

 

53. No driver or other person in charge of a bullock cart shall leave a bullock cart 

unattended while moving along a street or a public street or shall go to sleep 

while driving it. 

 

BELLS 

 

54.  No Person shall drive a vehicle drawn by a horse, mule or donkey unless it is 

provided with a bell in proper working order to be used when it is necessary to 

give audible warning of approach. The bell shall be of such nature as not to 

sound continuously. 

 

TONGA AND OTHER HORSED VEHICLES 

 
55. In case of animal driven carts or ‘tonga’ special bags for collection of animal 

dung shall be used by the owners / drivers to avoid littering of streets / roads. 

  

GALLOPING  

 

56.  No person shall drive a vehicle drawn by a horse, mule or donkey along a 

public street at a gallop. 

57.  No person shall ride a horse, donkey or mule at a gallop or at such a place and 

in such a manner as to cause inconvenience to other persons using the 

footpath. 
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 DRIVING ANIMALS  

 

58. No person shall permit a herd or flock of animals exceeding five belonging to 

him/her to be driven along any street or public street unless in the charge of a 

person at least 18 years of age. Every herd exceeding five animals shall have 

one additional person in charge for every 20 or fraction of 20 animals after the 

first 20. No person driving such a herd or flock shall fail to keep the animals 

under reasonable control and on one side of the street or road or to give 

reasonable facilities to allow other traffic to pass. 

 

PEDESTRIANS 

 
59. (a) Where footpaths have been provided, pedestrians shall not walk  

on any other part of street or Public Street except for good reason. 

Where no footpaths have been provided pedestrians shall keep 

themselves to the right hand side of the street unless they wish to cross 

the street. If they wish to cross the street, they must give a signal by 

holding out their hand.  

(b) Every driver of a vehicle approaching a place in a street or a public 

street where pedestrian crossing places have been indicated by traffic 

lines, shall, unless he/she can see that there is no pedestrian, thereon, 

proceed at such a speed as to be able, if necessary, to stop before 

reaching such a crossing place, and shall allow free and uninterrupted 

passage to any pedestrian who is on the carriage way at such a crossing 

place. Every such pedestrian shall have precedence over all vehicular 

traffic at such crossing place. 
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 GAMES  

 

60.  No person shall play any game in the street or public street to the 

inconvenience of the public or in such a way as to hinder or obstruct the flow 

of traffic. 

 

 APPEALS 

 

61. Any person aggrieved by an order passed under these bylaws may file appeal 

to the “Appellate Authority” as prescribed under the Punjab Local 

Governments (Appeal) Rules, 2002.

BYLAWS, 2007. 

 
 
  WHEREAS it is expedient to control the tampering with any main, 

pipe or any apparatus or appliance for supply of water; 

AND WHERAS the circumstances exist that render it necessary to 

frame bylaws on tampering with any main pipe or any apparatus or appliances for 

supply of water. 

 

  AND WHEREAS under Section 192 read with part II of the fifth 

schedule of the Punjab Local Government Ordinance, 2001 the Tehsil/Town Council 

may, in its ambit of responsibilities, make Bylaws to carry out the purposes of the 

Ordinance ibid. 

 

  NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the aforesaid powers and all 

other powers enabling it in this behalf, the Tehsil/Town Council____________ 

through resolution No._________ Dated_____________has approved the following 

bylaws which are hereby promulgated:- 
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SHORT TITLE, EXTENT AND COMMENCEMENT: 

 

(i) These Bylaws may be called “The Tehsil / Town Municipal Administration 

Tampering with any Main, Pipe, or any Apparatus or Appliance for the supply 

of water Bylaws, 2007.” 

(ii) These bylaws extend to the whole area of the     Tehsil /Town Municipal 

Administration excluding cantonment area. 

(iii)These Bylaws shall come into force with immediate effect. 

 

2. DEFINITIONS: 

 

In these bylaws unless there is anything repugnant in the subject or context the 

following terms and expressions shall have the meanings hereby assigned to 

them:- 

a. “Consumer” means any person, institution, organization or concern 

who in agreement with the TMA shall be entitled to use the facilities of 

the water supply as per terms of the agreement. 

b. “Licenced plumber” means any person who for the time being is the 

holder of a licence issued by the TMA authorizing him to carry out any 

work of water supply. 

c. “Person” means any person or body or persons whether corporate or 

incorporate. 

d. “Water main” means a water pipe carrying water for public use which 

is owned and operated by TMA. 

e. “Water service” means the pipes and fittings used in connection with 

the supply of water from TMA’s main to any premises. 
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GENERAL PROHIBITION 

3. No person shall tamper with or damage any main, pipe or meter or apparatus 

or appliance for supply of water maintained by the TMA. 

4. No person shall without the written permission of the TMA draw or use water 

from a public stand post or hydrant for any purpose other than a domestic 

purpose. 

5. No person shall draw off, divert or take any water from water supply network 

of the TMA save through an approved connection for which he/she will be 

required to apply on the prescribed form. 

6. No person shall carry out any work of plumbing system in any building or 

premises and connect it with the TMA’s main distribution line / water supply 

line except with prior approval of TMA and through a licenced plumber in 

prescribed manner.  

7. No person shall interrupt in any manner the normal supply of water or cause 

damage to water pipe lines, public water supply, stand post hydrants, water 

tankers and connected infrastructure.  

8. No person shall erect or re-erect any structure over water pipe line in the local 

area of TMA. The TO (R) / Inspector nominated as such shall by notice in 

writing, require the owner of the building to remove such structure within 7 

days and in case of default cause it to be removed at the expense of the 

defaulter. 

9. No person shall commit any act which may result in wastage or wrongful or 

un-authorised supply of water from TMA’s net-work to any person, institution 

or locality. 

10. In flat rate service connection, no person shall supply water from his/her 

premises to his/her neighbour through a hosepipe or through any other means. 

11. No consumer shall cause wastage of water through open faucets in his / her 

premises. 
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KEEPING THE WATER SERVICE PIPE AND FITTING IN GOOD 
CONDITION 

 

12. Every consumer whose water service is connected to any TMA main 

distribution line shall install, provide and keep in good condition and free 

from defect all water service pipes and fittings on his/her premises and from 

the TMA’s main / distribution line to such premises. 

13. The TO(R)/ enforcement Inspector, nominated as such, shall through service 

of notice, require the consumer to reconstruct or remove the water service 

pipes or alter, clean or clear the chokage or disconnect it from the water main 

of the TMA within 24 hours if: 

(i) Any such water service pipe or fitting is constructed, added, altered or 

used other wise than permissible. 

(ii) It is or has become old and rusted or defective quality/construction or is 

choked or placed or situated in a position contrary to the required 

position. 

(iii) It is causing damage to the property of the owner in neighbourhood or 

subjecting any property to deterioration due to the said water 

connection. 

(iv) It is required to be removed, altered, cleaned, or disconnected from 

water main / distribution line of the TMA. 

14. No person shall use any fitting whether damaged or not, worn or otherwise 

unserviceable if connected or arranged in a faulty manner and causing or 

permitting under consumption, misuse or contamination of water supplied by 

TMA or reverberation in pipes. 
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INSTALLATION OF SUCTION PUMP 
 

15. No consumer shall be permitted to install a pump mechanically or manually 

operated directly on a water service connection. In case the consumer fails to 

remove such installation within 24 hours of serving of a notice by the TO(R) 

or enforcement Inspector (nominated as such) he/she shall be liable to be 

penalized under the provisions of the Ordinance. 

  

TAMPERING WITH WATER METER 

 

16.        (a) The consumer shall be responsible for keeping the  

meter in proper condition and shall not: 

(i) use any jumper to get water through by passing around the 

meter. 

(ii) Wrench the meter dial. 

(iii) Get water by dripping i.e unrecorded flow of water through 

meter. 

(iv) Tamper or reverse the recording mechanism on the meter. 

(b) in case the meter is tampered with in any way, the water rate bill shall 

be charged on average consumption over three months or one year 

whichever is higher along with penalty. 

 

CHANGING THE SIZE OF FERRULE 

 

17. Every water service pipe shall be connected to water supply system by means 

of an approved ferrule size in proper manner. 
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 No consumer shall change the size of ferrule without the proper permission of 

the TMA. 

 

 USING WATER FOR OTHER THAN DRINKING PURPOSE. 

 

18. No consumer shall use water for other purpose than drinking i.e animal 

bathing and watering lawns or  for swimming pool, agriculture purpose or for 

any other purpose not authorized by the TMA. 

 

 USE OF LICENCED PLUMBER 

 

19. A consumer shall ensure that: 

 In order to avoid damage to the water main no person other than a licenced 

plumber is permitted to lay, repair, or add to his / her system of piping of his / 

her premises to be connected with a water main / distribution line of the TMA. 

- The stop valve or meter on his/her supply lines is not interfered 

- The water connection is not used or caused to be used in such a way as to 

cause wastage of water or for the purpose other than that for which it was 

obtained. 

- No apparatus / device is used or permitted to be used as to have the effect 

at any time of joining the piping of TMA with any other services of water. 

 

REGISTRATION OF PLUMBER 

 

20. A licence may be granted to any person on payment of prescribed fee to act as 

a plumber authorised to execute work for water supply in accordance with 
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these bylaws. Such person should have a diploma or certificate of competence 

from a recognized institute and may satisfy the TO (I&S) that:- 

(a) he is able to carry out work in AC, PVC and G.I pipe work and can 

make straight or branch joints on such pipes of different size and can 

perform any of work usual to the trade of a plumber. 

(b) he can timber trenches in bad ground in a workman like manner. 

(c) he can properly restore surface. 

(d) he has a suitable place of business together with a proper and sufficient 

stock of tools , plant and materials for the purpose of carrying on the 

trade or business of plumber. 

 

APPEALS. 

 

21. Any person aggrieved by an order passed under these bylaws may file appeal 

to the “Appellate Authority” as prescribed under the Punjab Local 

Governments (Appeal) Rules, 2002. 

 

PENALTIES 
 

22. Any person committing violation of these bylaws shall in addition to the 

action already prescribed in these bylaws be liable to the imposition of penalty 

thereon as per section 141 & 143 read with the fourth schedule and eighth 

schedule of the Punjab Local Government Ordinance, 2001 as under:-

AND WHEREAS under Section 192 read with part II of the fifth 

schedule of the Punjab Local Government Ordinance, 2001, the Tehsil/Town Council 

may, in its ambit of responsibilities, make Bylaws to carry out the purposes of the 

Ordinance ibid. 

 

  NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the aforesaid powers and  

all other powers enabling it in this behalf, the Tehsil/Town Council____________ 

through resolution No._________ Dated_____________has approved the following 

bylaws which are hereby promulgated:- 
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1. SHORT TITLE, EXTENT AND COMMENCEMENT 
 

(i) These Bylaws may be called “The Tehsil/Town Municipal Administration 

Zoning, Master Planning and Buildings Bylaws, 2007. 

(ii)  These bylaws extend to the whole area of the Tehsil/Town Municipal 

Administration excluding cantonment area. 

(iii) These bylaws shall come into force with immediate effect. 

 

 DEFINITIONS:  

 

2. In these bylaws, unless anything is repugnant in the subject or context the 

following terms and expressions shall have the meaning hereby assigned to 

them:-  

 

(i) “Authority” means the Tehsil/Town Administration concerned or any 

person authorized to discharge all or any of the functions specified in 

these Bylaws 

(ii) “Agro-Industrial” means processing of agriculture produce or related 

products. 

(iii) “Agro-Oriented Use” means uses related to the production of 

agricultural products through Cultivation, Plantation. 

(iv) “Agro/Model Village” means an existing village to be upgraded or a 

new village established by the Authority to be called a Model Village. 

(v) “Building” means a structure permanently or temporarily constructed 

on land, which includes a factory, shop, industrial or business 

establishment, godown ware house, hut, shed, garage, stable, well or 

platform etc,. 
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(vi) “Conservation/Preservation” means protection of an area from any 

alteration which may destroy its natural beauty, utility or change its 

character. 

(vii) “Land” means land and includes building and benefits arising out of such 

land. 

(viii) “Master Plan” means a proposed development plan, prepared for 

development of an area within the territorial limits of the Tehsil/Town 

Municipal Administration which also includes phased master plan, 

prepared for development of specified area. 

(ix) “NOC” means “No Objection Certificate” issued by the Authority for 

carrying out an act of development, construction in the manner prescribed by 

these Bylaws. 

(x) “Specified Area” means an area specifically marked for development of 

any scheme or such other areas as may be included form time to time by the 

Authority. 

(xi) “Scheme” means a development scheme prepared and proposed for an area 

in a systematic manner for public interest.  

(xii) “TMA” means Tehsil/ Town Municipal Administration____________  

(xiii) “TMO” means Tehsil/Town Municipal Officer. 

(xiv) “TO(I&S)” means Tehsil/Town Officer (Infrastructure and Services). 

(xv) “TO(P&C)” means Tehsil/Town Officer (Planning & Coordination). 

(xvi) “TO(R)” means Tehsil / Town Officer (Municipal Regulations). 

(xvii) “Zone” means an area or sub-area specifically marked by the Authority for 

the purpose of carrying out development schemes. 
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CLASSIFICATION OF PLOTS:  

 

3. (i) The plots shall be classified for, any of the classification defined as  

under:- 

(a) Residential use , for residential buildings; 

(b) Commercial use, for markets, departmental stores, shops, 

business offices, restaurants, cafes, hotels, cinemas, theaters, 

marriage halls, petrol or filling stations, incidental shops 

corners; 

(c) Industrial use, for industrial process or purposes, 

(d) Community buildings, which includes religious, educational 

institution, hospitals, dispensaries, maternity homes, libraries / 

art galleries, museums, public services/buildings, police stations, 

amusement parks, transport terminal plots, 

(e) Public parks, playing field, grave yards and incidental open 

spaces; and 

(f) Agro farming and agro industry, for development of agricultural 

produces. 

(ii) Plots categorized for residential purposes shall be of: 

(a) One Kanal 

(b) Ten Marla 

(c) Seven Marla 

(d) Five Marla 

(iii) Plots for more than one Kanal may be categorized for commercial or 

industrial purpose and for community buildings. 

(iv) Industrial plots, shall further be classified 

(a) For heavy industry. 

(b) For light industry. 
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 PREPARATION OF MASTER PLAN 

 

4. (i) The Authority before taking further measures shall prepare a master  

plan for further development in the existing limits or to develop on the 

unserviceable land for residential, industrial, commercial, community 

or agro purposes in the manner here in after prescribed. 

(ii) The Authority may propose phased master programs for the 

development of any area within its territorial limits. 

(iii) All such programs shall be submitted for approval before the 

Tehisl/Town Council and shall take effect on approval. 

(iv) The Authority may call upon any local body to help in preparation of 

development schemes in specified area. 

(v) No planning or development scheme shall be proposed by any person, 

group of persons or any local body subordinate to the TMA except with 

the approval or concurrence of the Authority. 

 

 MANNER AND FORM OF PREPARATION & IMPLEMENTAITON 
OF MASTER PLANS 

 

5. (i) All zones defined under these Bylaws, shall contain among other,  

the following requirements: 

(a) Description of Scheme 

(b) Nature of Plots 

(c) Division of Zone i.e sub-Zoning 

(ii) In each zoning the following area or areas shall specifically be  

allocated for: 

(a) Residential purposes; 

(b) Civic, Commercial Purposes; 
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(c) Administrative centers; 

(d) Industrial zones for heavy or light industries; 

(e) Agro based functions; 

(f) Model villages; 

(g) Green Areas; 

(h) Open spaces for parks; 

(i) Community purposes; 

(j) Railway, transport terminals; and 

(k) Special institutions 

 

(iii) For the purpose of these bylaws, the entire area intended to be 

developed shall be divided into different zones, and each zone area 

shall be specified in measurements, subject to following conditions:- 

(a) Residential zones which shall consist of the plots measuring one 

kanal, ten marlas, seven marlas, five marlas. 

(b) In each residential zone specific areas shall be earmarked for 

public parks, community centers, shopping centers, transport 

terminals, commercial centers including filling stations etc. 

(iv) In each industrial zone nature of processing shall be specified keeping 

in view environmental protection safeguards. 

(v) In each zone specified for agro-purpose or agro based functions or 

otherwise, that shall be subject to all or any requirements of, any law 

for the time being in force, or Bylaws made under the Punjab Local 

Government Ordinance, 2001. For live stock industries i.e animal 

husbandry, fisheries, cattle farming and poultry plots shall be made 

available in Agro zones. 

(vi) No construction of permanent or temporary nature shall be allowed on 

green areas, pubic parks, except use of call of nature or as resting place. 
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(vii) Zones for model villages whether existing or intended to develop shall 

be given priority while preparing master plan.  

 

DEVELOPMENT STRATEGIES OF ZONES: 

 

6. (i) The development of land in the zones shall be subject to the  

following conditions:- 

(a) For developing zones, land owned by the TMA shall be given 

preference. 

(b) If needed, land shall be acquired under a phased program, and 

developed by the Authority in accordance with the land use 

pattern spelled out in the master plan. 

(c) No sale/purchase of land, which entails change in land use, shall 

be allowed. 

(d) No private scheme of any kind shall be allowed except with the 

permission of authority. 

(e) No change of land use shall be allowed that deviate the form of a 

planned scheme.  

(f) Areas shall be reserved for the use of large public institutional 

project of national importance, recreation, green belt projects, 

orchards and for farming schemes or nurseries. 

(ii) No industrial activities shall be permitted to install brick kiln and pre-

cast industries without applying safety measures for preserving 

environment. 

(iii) Use of land subservient to agricultural purpose shall be permitted so as 

to retain the present status and character of land. 

(iv) All the buildings or constructions shall be subject to Building Bylaws. 
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PRESERVATION OF LANDSCAPE 

 

7. (i) While developing a scheme, no steps shall be allowed to remove,  

destroy, damage or alter anything or to commit an act of such removal, 

destruction, damage, alteration or act which affects or is likely to affect 

a landscape injuriously. The same may be permitted by Authority, if 

that is needed for development. 

(ii) The following acts may be constituted injurious to landscape: 

(a) To dig, pick or otherwise remove stone from any land. 

(b) To dig or remove earth, clay, or sand from any land. 

(c) To graze animal on land vesting in or otherwise under the  

charge of, in control or management of the Authority. 

(d) To cut or remove grass, weeds, bushes, hedges and plants. 

(e) To fall, girdle, lop and strip of the banks or leaves of a standing 

Tree. 

(f) To burn any tree; or 

(g) To remove any natural view having a past, history or some 

monuments placed, preserved as part of cultural heritage. 

 

ESTABLISHMENT OF PUBLIC PARKS   

 

8. With a view to protecting and processing natural scenery, flora and fauna in 

natural state, the TMA may declare any area to be a public park accessible to 

public and shall maintain it as a natural park and not an artificial park.
